
Winter Diversion Well Report 
 
We have been very busy in the last 2 months.  It has been a 
real change from last summer, when we went for months 
without enough water to run the wells.  So far in February (3 
work days), we have shoveled 49 wheelbarrow loads of stone, 
or almost 10 tons. 
  
We have been relatively short-handed at times, with only 4 
showing up for work one Sunday, and with me being the 
youngest, at 51.  Luckily, the stone pile hasn't been frozen too 
solid.  We have to pick it apart, but here have been days in 
past years when the pick bounced off the stone.  THAT sends 
a shiver up your arms! 
 
The new signboard, acknowledging the Pennsy Supply 
Millard Quarry’s donation of stone, and John Reigel for 
hauling the stone, is ready to go up, as soon as it warms up a 
bit.  It will be a fine addition to our installation in the woods of 
St. Anthony's Wilderness. 
 
We will be changing over to the Monday night, 6:00 PM 
schedule on April 7 this year.
